GEMS goals include: to create independent learners and critical thinkers, to increase students’
understanding of pivotal science and mathematics concepts, to promote mastery of key science
and mathematics skills, and build positive attitiudes toward science and mathematics.

GEMS workshops are inquiry-based with hands-on experiences for participants. Key
educational and practical issues are raised.
